Summary 
The International Accounting Standards Board (IASB) have recently issued an International Financial Reporting Standard (IFRS) designed for use by small and medium-sized entities (SMEs). The IFRS for SMEs is a self-contained standard of about 230 pages tailored for the needs and capabilities of smaller businesses. 

The expectation is that UK GAAP will be replaced by the IFRS for SMEs. Hence, this Standard is potentially a significant simplification to both IFRS and UK GAAP. 

This seminar is intended to take delegates through the key requirements of the IFRS for SMEs including the likely implications for UK companies (including subsidiaries of large groups).
